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General Safety Rules (For All Tools)

WARNING:

Read all safety warnings and all instructions. Failure to
follow all warnings and instructions may result in
electric shock, fire and/or serious injury.

SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS

Work Area

B Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered and dark
areas invite accidents.

MWDo not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks
which may ignite the dust or fumes.

mKeep children and bystanders away while operating a
power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose
contraol.

Electrical safety

B Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never
modify the plug in any way. Unmaodified plugs and
matching outlets will reduce risk of electric shock.
Don't change the plug in any way.
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B Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded
surfaces such as pipes, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric
shock if your body is earthed or grounded.

B Do not expose power tools to rain or wet
conditions. Water entering a power tool will increase
the risk of electric shock.

B Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord to
carry the tools or pull the plug from an outlet. Keep
cord away from heat, oil, sharp edges or moving
parts. Replace damaged cords immediately. Damaged
or entangled cords increase the risk of electric
shock.

B \When operating a power tool outdoors, use an
outdoor extension cord marked "W-A" or" W". These
cords are rated for outdoor use and reduce the risk
of electric shock.

Personal safety

M Stay alert, watch what you are doing and use
common sense when operating a power tool. Do not
use a power tool while you are tired or under the
influence of drugs, alcohol or medication. A moment
of inattention while operating power tools may result
in serious personal injury.

Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or

TOOL USE AND CARE

and safer at the rate for which it is designed.

M Do not use the tool if the switch does not turn it
on and off. Any tool that cannot be controlled with
the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

M Disconnect the plug from the power source before
making any adjustments, changing accessories, or
storing power tools. Such preventive safety
measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool
accidentally.

M Store idle tools out of the reach of children and
other untrained persons. Tools are dangerous in the
hands of untrained users.

M Maintain tools with care. Keep cutting tools sharp
and clean. Properly maintained tools with sharp
cutting edges are less likely to bind and are easier to
contral.

M Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts,
breakage of parts and any other condition that may
affect the power tools operation. If damaged, have
the tool serviced before using. Many accidents are
caused by poorly maintained tools.

M Use only accessories that are recommended by
the manufacturer for your model.
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Accessories that may be suitable for one tool, may
become hazardous when used on another tool.
SERVICE

M Tool service must be performed only by qualified
repair personnel. Service or maintenance performed
by unqualified personnel could result in a risk of
injury.

M Hold tool by insulated gripping surfaces when performing an
operation where the cutting tools may contact hidden wiring o
its own cord. Contact with a “live” wire will make exposed metal
parts of the tool “live” and shock the operator.

B When using depressed center grinding, wheels, be
sure to use only fiberglass reinforced wheels.

B Always use safety glasses or goggles. Ordinary eye
or sun glasses are NQOT safety glasses.

M Check the wheel carefully for cracks or damaged
before operation. Replace cracked or damaged wheel
immediately. Run the tool (with guard) at no load for
about a minute. Holding tool away from others. If
wheel is flawed, it will likely separate during this test.
M Use only flanges specified for this tool.

M Be careful not to damage the spindle, the flange
(especially the installing surface) or out flange.
Damage to these parts could result in wheel
breakage.

M NEVER use tool with wood cutting blades or other
saw blades. Such blades when used on a grinder
frequently kick and cause loss of control leading to
personal injury.
